Charter for Players 
Under 15’s, 16’s, Youth  Teams
Players are the most important people in the sport. Playing for the team, and for the team to win, is the most fundamental part of the game - but not winning at any cost. Fair play and respect for all others in the game is fundamentally important.
Obligations towards the game
 A player should
· Make every effort to develop their own sporting abilities, in terms of skill, technique, skills and stamina. 

· Give maximum effort and strive for the best possible performance during training e.g.:-

· Listen to the coaches and refrain from unprompted debates, 

· no walking off part way through a session

· no ‘smoke’ breaks - those who choose to smoke should do so before or after the session

· Give maximum effort and strive for the best possible performance during a game, even if his team is in a position where the desired result has already been achieved. 

· Set a positive example for others, particularly young players and supporters. e.g. shower after games
· Avoid all forms of gamesmanship and time-wasting 

· Always have regard for the best interests of the game including where publicly expressing an opinion on the game and any particular aspect of it, including those involved in the game. 

· Not use inappropriate language
· Come to the training sessions appropriately attired – sufficient clothes for cold or wet weather. e.g. gloves for cold weather 

· Look after supplied equipment , i.e. balls, tackle bags, water bottles

· Ask for girl friends, other friends to meet you after training – they cause you distraction 

Breaches in any of the above will result in a £0.50 fine being paid to the Players’ Tour Fund e.g. players caught with hands in the pockets or elsewhere will be fined £0.50 
Obligations towards one’s own team
 A player should
· Make every effort consistent with fair play and the laws of the game to help the team win. 
· Resist any influence which might, or might be seen to, bring into question his commitment to the team winning.

· not question the selection of players

· not question the quality or weakness of individual players but should help them improve 

· not chastise any fellow team member

· Make himself available for all training sessions and games. Failure to give due notice to Team Management will result in a fine of £1.00 which will be given to the Players’ Tour Fund.

· Present himself after the match in the Club house correctly attired in Club shirt and tie. Failure to be correctly attired will result in a fine of £1.00 which will be given to the Players’ Tour Fund.
Respect for the Laws of the Game and competition rules
 A player should
· Know and abide by the laws, rules and spirit of the game to help the team win. 
· Accept success and failure, victory and defeat equally. 

· Resist any temptation to take banned substances or use banned techniques. 

 Respect towards Opponents
A player should
· Treat opponents with due respect at all times, irrespective of the result of the game 

· Safeguard the physical fitness of opponents, endeavour to avoid violent play, and help injured opponents 

 Respect towards the match officials
A player should
· Accept the decision of the match official without protest. 

· Avoid words or actions which may mislead a match official. 

· Show due respect towards match officials. 

 Respect towards Team Officials
A player should
· Abide by the instructions of their Coach and Team officials, provided they do not contradict the spirit of this code. 

· Show due respect towards the team officials of the opposition. 

 Obligation towards the supporters
A player should
· •Show due respect to the interests of supporters.
