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Code of Conduct

General – All Participants (Club Officials, Players, Coaches and Parents).

· A Participant shall not make any public criticism of any other Participant, but he will have recourse to the complaints procedure of the Club and which procedure should be adhered to.
· A Participant shall conduct himself at all times in an ethical and professional manner and shall observe the highest standards of integrity and fair dealing.
· A Participant shall take all possible steps to promote the reputation of the game of Rugby Union Football and to prevent it being brought into disrepute.

Team Coaches / Club Official

· A Team Coach / Club Official shall comply with the Laws of the Game, the Regulations of the WRU, the Rules of any competition in which his Club participates and his Club Rules. 
· A Team Coach shall not encourage or incite any person (including other members of his Club) to act in breach of the Laws of the Game, the Regulations of the WRU or the Rules of any competition but shall take all possible steps to ensure that they comply with them.
· A Team Coach / Club Official shall use their best endeavours to ensure that there is in force at his Club a fair and effective disciplinary policy applicable to Players and other members under his control and that it is applied consistently.
· A Team Coach / Club Official shall take all reasonable steps to ensure that players and/or other members under his control accept and observe the authority and decisions of match officials.

RESPONSIBILITIES

 PLAYERS:
· Play Rugby within the Laws and the Sporting spirit of the Game.
· Support and co-operate with fellow team members to ensure your team plays to its maximum capability.
· Respect the opposition without whom the match would not take place.
· Respect the referee and accept all decisions without question.
· Respect the Coach and accept all decisions without question.
· Attend games and training with all body jewellery removed.
· Avoid the use of prohibited substances
· Attend training at the specified times
· Attend games suitably attired i.e. not wearing any clothing such as tee shirts with slogans that can cause offence to others
· Give your coach due notice if your unavailable for training or games

COACHES:

· Respect the rights, dignity and worth of very person and treat everyone equally within the context of their sport.
· Place the well being and safety of the child above the development of performance. 
· Develop an appropriate working relationship with participants, especially children, based upon mutual trust and respect.
· Do NOT exert undue influence to obtain personal benefit or reward
· Encourage and deliberately boost the confidence of all players.
· DO NOT ridicule or over criticise. 
· Encourage and guide players to accept  responsibility for their own behaviour
· Ensure the activities they direct or advocate are appropriate for the age, maturity, experience and ability of the individual
· Clarify with the players and where appropriate their parents, exactly what is expected of them and what players are entitled to expect from the coach
· Cooperate fully with other coaches, specialists and club officials in the best interests of the players and the club
· Promote the positive aspects of the sport e.g. fair play and never condone rule violations or the use of prohibited substances
· Maintain the highest standards of personal appearance, behaviour, discipline and courtesy during matches irrespective of the result.
· They should  follow all guidelines laid down by the WRU and hold appropriate insurance cover

PARENTS:

· Encourage your child to play by the Laws/Rules.
· Teach your child the importance of effort and teamwork.
· Applaud good play by your team and by members of the opposing team. 
· Support all efforts to remove verbal and physical abuse.
· Do not criticise your child or other players publicly.
· DO NOT publicly criticise, abuse or physically assault any match official.
· Shall show their acceptance of this Code of Conduct by signing the consent form at the end of this document. (Note: Failure of the parents to accept this Code of Conduct i.e. signing the consent form, will preclude their son or daughter playing for Tredegar Mini & Juniors)

Remember:

Young players only enjoy competition on their terms and when it becomes too serious or intense; the outcomes can diminish their enthusiasm for the game.
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
